


C. Additional information will be released in a timely matter.

1. A computerized police log will be maintained in the Virginia Military Institute Police
Department.

2. Press releases will be made on a regular basis.
3. Liaison will be maintained with local news agencies.

4. Seminars and training sessions will be provided to the Virginia Military Institute
community upon request.

5. Brochures, newsletters, and posters will be distributed as needed.

6. Information concerning serious incidents endangering cadets, staff, and faculty or
otherwise of immediate concern to the Virginia Military Institute community will be
released in a timely matter.

7. Special announcements, releases, articles, and meetings may be used to provide
information concerning serious incidents endangering or of immediate concern to the
Virginia Military Institute community.

D. The Virginia Military Institute Police Department, through its Crime Prevention Officer, will
present programs designed to aid in the reduction of criminal incidents and improve the safety of
students, faculty, staff, and visitors.

E. The Virginia Military Institute Police Department will actively work with other agencies and

organizations who seek to lessen criminal incidents, reduce the impact of the incident, and/or
provide services to victims.
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
